2) We have been given a student symposium at the upcoming 6th  European Music Therapy Congress in Finland (June 16-20, 2004). In previous congresses, not much attention has been paid to students and our needs. This is an exciting breakthrough. We want to invite students who are interested, to use this opportunity to talk about their theses, experiences or projects at this symposium. We therefore do a “call for paper” that all interested students also send us their details and ideas so that we can start with the organisation of this symposium. There will be a lower fee for students at the conference and to make it better affordable we are also working together with the Finnish students to get cheap or free accommodation ( camping can be fun also, can’t it ?) and lower travel costs.

3) Project development:

One of our board members travelled to Bosnia this summer, taking part in an observational placement at the Music Therapy Department of the Pavarotti Music Centre.

The first contacts are made; the orientation mission is back and we are now busy making the project preparations. So the first pilot-project will probably be held in Bosnia, working with children from a shelter and a school, through workshops for four weeks.

It is possible that the NGO Warchild will be working together with us. We therefore hope to soon be able to ask you if you would like to participate. More information will be coming!

4) End of April this year we had the chance to participate at the pre-conference of the EMTC (European Music Therapy Committee) in Switzerland. It was a great opportunity to meet the delegates from nearly all of the European countries and to represent the EAMTS and our interests. We talked about the co-operation between the EMTC and the EAMTS and we are very happy that we can be able to attend the EMTC - conferences and meetings.
