At least one reference from a lecturer or professor


Workshop organisers will need to indicate what the participants will experience and learn





Submissions should be send as an Email attachment. 





Instruction for presentation





Oral presentation. For each presentation will be allocated 30 - 45 minutes and some of this time can be used for discussion


Workshops will last 30 - 45 minutes. These are not extended oral presentations but intended to be experiential sessions
